Worship services were held in
homes and later in a local
schoolhouse. This Synod was not
able to serve as regular as the
people desired and so when some
of the members met Pastor G.
Gehrke, District President of the
Canada District of the Joint Synod
of Ohio, they persuaded him to
take over the Work. It was under
the guidance of Pastor Gehrke that
the congregation was organized
and the first House of Worship

built. As far as we are able to determine, this organization took place in 1907. According to the memory of some
of our older members, construction of the Church was started in 1907 and completed in 1908.
