Whitemouth Municipal Museum

The Whitemouth Museum
has been around since August 1974.
In the past 35 years our motto has
always been “preserve the past for
future generations”.

It took more than a year for the
first executive to settle on a suitable
plot of land for the future museum.
After several possibilities were
examined the present parcel was
chosen beside the community club,
donated by the R.M. of
Whitemouth.

The first acquisition was a log
building donated by Natural
Resources in Rennie, and moved by
local farmer Arnold Golke. This log
building is at the entrance to our
grounds. It was raised and put on
beams and blocks in 2007, with its
shingles replaced last summer.

Next was a two-storey house,
built around 1900. It has been
refurbished, and was raised and
blocked in 2006. The house
contains many household artifacts
from the past century.

A C.P.R. caboose builtin 1929
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was the next
addition, with a pole
shed erected over it
to protect it from the
elements. A large
steel storage shed
with concrete floor
was constructed by
volunteer labour in
1979. Large and
small farm
machinery is on
display in this
building.

Our main

artifacts / office building was put up memorial cairn

in 1989.
Church, built in 1905 was moved on
site in 2001 from across the railway
tracks. It was completely
refurbished to its original glory and
dedicated in 2005.

In 1981 the museum was
instrumental in cleaning up and
fencing the old municipal cemetery.
In 1982 we erected a stone cairn
beside the R.M. office on Railway
Avenue, dedicated to local men

killed in two world wars. In 2000 a
was built and

The area's Anglican jq4icated to Dr. Charlotte

Whitehead Ross, who practiced
medicine here from 1881 to 1912.
She was one of the very first
female doctors to practice in all of
Canada. This was a time before
women doctors could obtain
licences to practice medicine in
Canada.

We have constructed
machinery pads for outdoor
display of large machinery, and a
large pole shed to protect some of
it.
